Struggle Strips Top Stars

A‘L war are the Iniernational Lawn 'lennis Federation
{TL F_) and multi - millionaire Lamar 1unt's World Cham-
pronship Tennis Tour (WCT).

Their bilter struggle for power already has stripped
Amertea’s {wo richest lourneys — the U. S. Open and ihe
Pepsi Pacific Southwest Open — of several lop players, in-
cluding Laver, Ken Rosewall. Roy Emerson, Fred Stolle
and Cliff Drysdale. And the list of absentees will hecome
more conspicuous next year.

A resolution passed by the ILTF Jast summer will bar
Hunt's 33 contract pros — including Laver, Newcombe, At-
thur Ashe. Ken Rosewall. Emerson. Tom Okker and Drys-
dale — from Wimbledon, Forest Hills and all other tourna-
ments organized by the 93 nations affiliated with the ILTF.

The issues are varied and complicated.

Among them are guarantees for the contracl pros. rules
of competition. sponsership, TV contracts and scheduling
coniliets.

The upshot of the war will be 2 situation tanfamount to a
1. S. Open goli tournament without Arnold Palmer or Jack
Nicklaus.

{he Newcombes m the game's mosl glamorous tourna-
ments, including the 1972 Pepsi Pacilic Southwest Open al
the L. A. Tennis Club.

The promoter of that tournament. Jack Kramer. argues
that the Pacific Southwesl — and the other opens sanc-
tioned by the ILTF — cannol aftord to pay the more than
$20.000 in express which Hunt is seeking tor his plavers at
each tournament.

“If we make a deal with Lamar.” he said, “then how
much can we ailord 1o put up 1n prize money? 1f you guar-
antee lum S20.000 a week, vou've got to make tiis up—and
that's not easy.”

Kramer accused Hunt of trving Lo “take over all of ten-
nis” at the expense of numerous traditional independent
{ourneys by forming his own tour with highly salaried pros.

“Lamar 1s like the NFL long before the merger.” said
Kramer. “If the kids playing tennis today want the big
money, they go to him.”

In response. Kramer last year tried to make the ILTF
events more atiractive financialiy to everybody — contract
and independent pros. He introduced the Pepsi Grand Prix,
in which plavers could accumulate points in each tourna-
ment toward a $200.000 bonus peol. with a $50.000 Masters
Tourney at the end of the year.
