Our high school has undergone many changes since the old grade
building was razed. This school term the grsde children have used the
second floor of the high school building. Our "old" cormmercial room
and the study hall have been made into two rooms bv beaver-board part-
itions. The Commercial Koom 1s housing the second and third grades
while the study hall houses the fifth and =ixth grades, and the two
remaining rooms ure occupled by the fourth and first grades. The entire
upper hall serves as a cloak room,

The first floor 1s maintalned by the entire upper six grades.
The auditorium serves as a study hall, music room and theatre, library
and lunchroom and a "playground" on rainy days. Anything might happen
here. In our lower corridor the main entrance has been partitioned
off from the remalning corridor. Thls serves as the Senlor Home Room,
thus we use only the two slde doors as entrances.

Although the school llfe 1s not ideal, it has worked out very
successfully in view of the difficulties presented by the problem of
housing the elementary grades,

and greatly grieved the entire wvillage.

Mr, Hoffman better known as "Duff" was born October 31, 1891 in Jacksom
township, the son of Daniel E, and Alberta Pifer Hoffman. The family moved
to Plymouth while he was still a boy and Mr, Hoffman lived here for the rest
of his life. He attended the Plymouth school and made many youthful friend-
ships which continued for the remainder of his life.

On June 28, 1917, he was married to Miss Helen Bemedlct of Utica., Shortly
after his marriage he gserved in the army during the World War. After his
return from the army, he became interested in the sale of farm equipment.
Later he became the junior partner and maneger of The Gugler and Hoffmean
Supply Co. of Mansfield. He worked untiringly in his vooation and spent
most of his time traveling.

He was a devoted member of the Lutheran church, the ehuroh council, as well

He was an ambitious member
and spent many hours working with other members for the good of the pupils
of the Plymouth schools.

A short stop was made at
Indiana, Pa. for lunch. The group arrived in Gettysburg, got their
gulde, and viewed the battlefield before dinner. e saw much of the
field and our gulde practically fought the battle over for us. At 9:30
we reached the Ebblt Hotel, where we were to stay while in Washington.

Everyone got up early and ate their breakfast at the hotel, where
all our meals were served, and then left for the Bureau of Printing and
Inzraving. Here we saw bills of large denominations stacked in huge
plles. Our party was shown the methods of printing and engraving. At
the Academy-Sclence Bullding everyone tried out about all the inventions
in the place. Our next stop was the Pan American Union Building where
we went into the Hall of the Americas and walked down the impressive
Gallery of Flags and Ieroes. V\ie did not get to see the White House, ex-
cept from a distance, as the Dall Room was being repaired.

After lunch ‘the group drove through Arlington National Cemetery,
and then on to Lee's llansion, which 1s, as most of us asgreed, more beau-
tifully furnished than lount Vernon. Stops were made at Lincoln llemor-
1al and the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier, where many pictures were taken,
Then we drove along the wooded Potomac to llount Vernon. Ve spent much
time there, going through the mansion, seeing the beautiful gardens,
vislting George and Martha Washington's tomb, and sending cards from ' "«
the private post office in the kitchen. When the party returned from
llount Vernon the Lincoln Memorial and the Congressional Library were
visited. The main polnts of Interest there were the original Declara-
tion of Independence, Constitution of the U.S. and the Gutenburg Bible.
In the evening the students, as well as the chaperons, were free to do
much as they pleaged. XNany went to shows, while others just lounged
around.

The third day we started at the new Supreme Court Building. The
group toured the U.S. Capitol, Senate, louse, Supreme Court, and the
President's room. All of us visited the F.B.I. where we learned much
about fingerprinting.

After lunch the party motored to Annapolis, about 36 miles from
VVashington, where the U.S. Naval Academy took their full attention.
Everyone went aboard a training ship and saw how the men live. We went
through the beautiful Academy Chapel, under which John Paul Jones 1is
burled. After returning to Viashington, we ate dinner and then the
whole party enjoyed a 3 hour sail on the Potomac.

IN MEMORIAM

We, the Plymouth Alumni Association, wish to dedicate this page in
memory of Captain Elmer L. Parsel a beloved member of our Alumni who lost

his life in an airplane esccident in the vicinity of Karachi, India on
April 2, during World War II. :

Captein Parsel who was better kmown as "Benny" was born in Plymouth
September 18, 1906, the son of Mr, and Mrs, William B, Parsel, grew up
in Plymouth and graduated with the Class of 1924, He possessed a very

pleasing personality which won him many friends, a love for flying and a
determination to make & mark for himself,

Taking up flying in 1925 Captain Persel started an air career in
whioch he rapidly rose to a valued place in our country's air service, and
which took him over helf way around the world, In 1937 he took a refresher
course at Randolph and Kelly Fields. He signed up for service with the

Air Corps and was instructor and test pilot for some time in the various
air fields in the west.

In October, 1941 Captain Parsel was transferred to the Far East,
It was 1t the outbreak of World War II thet he sew immediate air mctionm,
and for his courage, determination and skill as pilot of a bomber which
took part in a reid on Japanese transports and supply bases in Lingayen
Gulf, he was awarded the Distinguished Flying Creoss. He had seen service
in practically every portion of the Southwest Pacifioc, and he brought

down more thean one Jap bomber and sank more than one Jap sea=-fighting
craft,

Captain Parsel's display of his flying ability had always won ad=-
miration for his skill in handling a plane and death came to him while
he was performing his duty for his country. To us, his gallantry shall
always be a shining emblem of true Americanism of which we are proud.
